our Web site is arguably the key-
stone of your businesses’ mar-

keting efforts. As such, your Web
site must be properly marketed in

order to be successful. You can have the
greatest Web site in the world, but if
nobody sees it, it’s only an expensive pile
of code and imagery. A good web mar-
keting plan, created at the outset of your
Web development project, will benefit
you immensely. If you have no intention
of investing time, money and resources
into a solid Web marketing strategy,
don’t waste any money building a Web
site. That being said, here are some com-
mon pitfalls to avoid as you embark on a
new or existing Web site design:
Using Your Website as an Org. Chart
Some owners and managers make the
mistake of using their Web site to high-
light their corporate structure and inter-
nal processes. Are you building your Web
site for you or for your customers? What
do your customers, prospects, employees
and potential employees need to see on
your Web site? Remember that you are an
expert in your particular field, but the
customer isn’t necessarily an expert. Use
laymen terms and keep it simple. A pro-
fessional Web site developer will take a
keen interest in your audience demo-
graphics right from the beginning of the
project, and build your Web site to suit
that audience.
Designing Without a Site Map
Would you build a new home without
architectural plans? Of course not. Your
Web site needs a similar kind of architec-
tural planning, called information archi-
tecture. The purpose of a site map is to
demonstrate site architecture, content
groupings and section hierarchy of your
planned site. Not a pixel should be
moved until you have signed off on a site
map, and you and your designer fully
understand the informational scope of
the project.
Forgetting about Search Engines
When planning a Web site’s develop-
ment, search engine optimization must
be considered from the very beginning of
the process. An experienced Web devel-
oper will be able to help you architect
your site with search engines in mind,
which often include little known meth-
ods. Coding standards, page architecture,

folder and file structure, hosting server IP
address and editorial content are just
some of the search engine-friendly con-
siderations you should make when build-
ing your site.
Glossing Over Typography
Typography (or how fonts are utilized) is
a funny thing; when it’s done well it
functions effortlessly on the screen, car-
rying your message in an easy-to read,
effective manner. Conversely, poor
typography can ruin a Web site, making
content hard to read and uninviting.
Make sure your designer knows how to
layout good type. Look at his or her own
Web site. Is it easy to read? Is the type
organized hierarchically in such a way
that you can find the information you are
looking for easily? 
Using Imagery Without Permission
Make sure that all photographs, videos
and illustrations on your site are either
owned by you or properly licensed. Be
clear with your designer about what you
have permission to use, what you don’t
and how your imagery needs will comply
with existing copyright law.
Underestimating the Content Challenge
A site design or redesign is an opportuni-
ty to improve your content and your mes-
sage. I find that the biggest challenge to
launching a Web site on-time is securing
finished content from the client. So start
the writing/editing process on your end
as early as possible. Be forewarned; writ-
ing original content is not easy, so con-
sider hiring a professional business writer
if you are succumbing to writer’s block.

On a related note, your Web site is
often the public’s window into your busi-
ness. If the content is not kept up to date,
your business is perceived in the same
way. Fresh content gives users a reason
to return to your site and the more that
new content is added, the better your
chances of achieving strong organic
search engine rankings.
Neglecting the Collaborative Nature of
Design
The design of your Web site is an inher-
ently collaborative process between you
and your designer. Frequent and pro-
active communication and feedback is
key to the successful launch of your Web
site. Err on the side of too much commu-
nication, rather than risk a needless
breakdown or slowdown of your project!
